In addition to the studies being conducted at the 4 sites of Dahej, Changodar, Shendra, Manesar, 2 more locations, namely, Neemrana and Haryana SEZ
at Jhajjar have recently been taken up in discussion with METT, Japan. Several Pilot Projects have emerged from these studies for implementation.

CEO & MD, DMICDC vide its email dated 6 May, 2015 has sought cooperation and support of New Energy and Industrial Technology Department
Organization (NEDO) on (a) Sustainable energy road map/ master plan and strategy for a green field industrial cites and engineeting solutions, and (b)




Strategy for transmission & distribution of power within cities under DMIC region.

A meeting has been held on 18% and 19t June, 2015 between METI, DMICDC and DIPP to discuss on Smart Community Project.

Dahej Ecocity, Gujarat (Hitachi, Itochu, Hyflux Consortium):

A SPV, namely Swarnim Dahejspring Desalination Pvt. Ltd., formed by the consortium members signed the Co-Development Agreement with Dahez
SEZ Limited on March 22, 2012. The term sheet for the Water Purchase Agreement between the SPV and Dahej SEZ Limited (DSL) was finalized
during the same time. The Co — development Agreement between Swarnim Dahej Spring Desalination Pvt. Ltd. (a SPV formed by the consortium
members) and Dahej SEZ, was extended for another 3 months. The WPA between the SPV and DSL was executed on 11t January, 2013 in the
presence of Chief Minister, Gujarat and Vice Minister, METI, Government of Japan. The project proposal for equity investment in the project has been
posed for approval of DMIC Trust in its meeting held on 18/19 March, 2013.

A meeting was held under the chairmanship of Additional Chief Secretary, Government of Gujarat on all the pending issues related to the project on
18t June, 2015. The meeting was also attended by the representatives of METI and the consortium led by M/s HITACHI.

State Government vide their email dated 20t July, 2015 has forwarded the Minutes of the meeting held on 18t% June, 2015. It has been informed that
the details of Water Purchase Agreement (WPA) and proposed water Sales Agreement (WSA) were discussed at length and the financial implication
thereof was also discussed. GIDC is supplying water at the rate of Rs. 27.04 per kilo liter and the proposed rate of desalinated water works about 73.00
per kilo liter which is too high and none of the industry shall be ready to pay such high water rate. GIDC and OPal are not able to get a single buy-
back agreement for the desalinated water. In the absence of buy-back commitment from end-users, It is impossible for GIDC or OPaL to take the
desalination project forward. It was affirmed by Additional Chief Secretary, Gujarat that under the present circumstances it is not possible for GIDC or
OPalL to take the burden of take or Pay agreement of the desalinated water.

Other emerging pilot projects being undertaken include solar roof top and Waste management.

The feasibility report for other pilot projects is expected to be submitted soon.

State Government issued the letter of comfort on 220d January, 2014 for Seawater Desalination Project at Dahej. Equity Structure is being deliberated
between Japanese consortium, JBIC and DMICDC.

CEO & MD, DMICDC has requested CEO, GIDB vide its letter dated 12t May, 2015 to provide an update on extension of validity of Water Purchase
Agreement (WPA) for water supply project at Dahej, Gujarat.

SIPP vide his letter dated 220d May, 2015 has requested Chief Secretary, Government of Gujarat to convene a joint meeting under his chairmanship
along with other stakeholders to resolve pending issues related to Dahaj Desalination Project.

CEO&MD, DMICDC has requested for a meeting under the Chairmanship of Addl. Chief Secretary, Industries inviting all the stakeholders for
discussion the outstanding issues including tariff, water quality parameters, water sales etc. and take the project forward vide letter dated 15% September,
2014. Responses in this regard is awaited. A reminder letter dated 23t April, 2015 has been sent to State Government for a meeting alongwith all the
Stakeholders to resolve pending issues. Confirmation for the meeting is awaited from the State Government of Gujarat.

Secretary, DIPP vide letter dated 9t December, 2014 followed by DMICDC’s letter dated 22nd December, 2014 has requested the State Government

for a meeting along with other Stakeholders to resolve pending issues.

CEO & MD, DMICDC vide letter dated 13t January, 2015 has requested PMO to convene a meeting with all the stakeholders for eatly resolution of
pending issues. CEO & MD, DMICDC vide letter dated 23t April, 2015 has requested the State Government for a meeting along with all the




stakeholders to resolve pending issues.

Sanand- Changodar Region, Gujarat (Mitsubishi consortium)

The emerging projects include Water Solutions system, Consolidated Solar Power, Dual Mode Transportation (at an alternative location with adequate
demand). In a meeting held on 27% Feb 2013 with CEO, DMICDC, Mitsubishi Consortium shared their preliminary findings on the following projects:

(a) Coal Gasification project
(b) Usrban Mass-transportation Project
(¢) Lithium Battery Life Time cycle Business
(d) Waste to Energy project
Shendra Fcocity, Maharashtra (JGC Consortium):

The consortium had a detailed meeting with DMICDC officials during March 5-6, 2012 on various proposed pilot projects viz. Drinking Water Supply,
Waste Water service, Water Recycle Service, Electric Vehicle and Photovoltaic Cells. The discussion included aspects like tariff for various services,
priority of projects, fund mobilization, role of DMICDC etc.

Decentralized smart service Multi infrastructure station is being taken up as a pilot project.

The feasibility report for these pilot projects is expected to be submitted soon

Manesar-Bawal Ecocity, Haryana (Toshiba Consortium):

Energy management system with high efficient gas cogeneration system is being evolved by Toshiba as a pilot project. Toshiba Consortium is in
discussion with GAIL for allocation of domestic natural gas and met with local industries for ‘high quality’ and ‘stable’ electricity supply. TOSHIBA
Consortium in a meeting held on 20% September 2012 explained that they are taking forward the project structuring. Meetings were held in January
2013 with IOCL and BPCL to discuss the gas pricing issue. TOSHIBA Consortium filed a petition to Haryana Electricity Regulatory Commission
(HERC) seeking permission to sell electricity directly to the industries. HERC had subsequently sought views from DMICDC in this regard. The same
was provided. The matter was heard by HERC on 20d April, 2013 and HERC will be formulating some guidelines in this regard. The order was issued
on 29t July, 2013. Japanese consortium is examining the order of HERC. Various rounds of meetings have been held with GAIL to discuss the
availability of gas at reasonable prices. A meeting was held on 2°d December, 2013 with Secretary, MoPNG to discuss the availability of gas at reasonable
prices. A self-contained proposal has been sent to MoPNG stating the gas requirements in the phased manner. During the Indo Japan Task Force
Meeting held on 20 August, 2014, the representative of MoPNG stated that the recommendation for the allocation of gas for power projects will be
made by the Ministry of Power based on the priority of the projects. Various rounds of discussions have been held between Toshiba and DHBVNL to
see the possibility of out of court settlement and in this regard M/s Toshiba has already forwarded a draft MoU to the lawyers of M/s DHBVN to agree
on the out of court settlement and for withdrawing their appeal from APTEL. Meanwhile, HERC issued the orders dt. 29t May, 2014 for increasing the
cross subsidy surcharge (CSS) and additional surcharge (AS):-

Various meetings have been held in this regard. DHBVNL during a joint meeting held on 2rd March, 2015 informed that settlement issues can only be
taken up after all necessary business approvals (SPV establishment and gas/ users/ land agreement undet the name of the SPV) have been assured by
Toshiba.




SIPP vide letter dated 7t April, 2015 has requested Chairman, DHBVNL for intervention and facilitation for signing of MoU between Toshiba and
DHBVNL.

APTEL has dismissed the appeal filed by Dakshin Haryana Bijli Vitran Nigam Limited (DHBVN) and has upheld the orders earlier issued by Haryana
Electricity Regulatory Commission (HERC).CEO & MD, DMICDC vide its letter dated 16 June, 2015 has requested Ministry of Power to make
adequate allocation of domestic gas for the project.

M/s Toshiba has re-assessed the feasibility of the project and informed the following:-

i. Power demand volume at expected power selling price has drastically decreased;

il. The ratio of consumers who utilize the grid power as the main power source is gradually increasing;

iii. Liberalisation of power trading by launch of open access scheme has enabled the consumers to purchase

electricity from power traders at cheaper price than grid tariff;

iv. Grid power outage has been improved.

v. Internal Rate of Return (IRR) will still be negative (Target IRR is 16%) and operations will be in deficit and therefore the project will not be
economically viable.

In view of the above, M/s Toshiba has proposed that the project may be kept on hold unless the business can be self-sustainable & provide adequate
return on investment. The same has been informed to Sectetary, DIPP vide DMICDC’s letter dated 14th Octobet, 2015.

Logistic Data Bank — DMIC Region:
hajjar — Manesar region, Haryana:

NEC Corporation and Mitsui are working on the Logistics Data Bank business plan, and had a detailed discussion with DMICDC on the subject in the
third wee of May 2012. They also had a meeting with Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust about the Logistics Data Bank Concept and possible implementation
strategy. The NEC Corporation is meeting logistic companies and large manufacturing companies to finalize implementation strategies for the Logistic
Databank project. The NEC Consortium had given a presentation to DMICDC and apprised that a regulatory framework from DGFT for data sharing
by all the logistics players will be necessary to ensure the viability of this project. In a meeting held on 28t Sept. 2012 the proof of concept on Logistics
Data bank Project was presented to Secretary, Department of Commerce, who advised the consultant to work out the options for providing an
affordable technological solution. A number of meetings were conducted by DMICDC with NEC Consortium in January 2013 to finalise the projects.
The project proposal for equity investment in the project was posed for approval of DMIC Trust in its meeting held on 18/19 March, 2013. The trust
had decided to implement the project through a SPV jointly (50:50) owned by DMIC Trust and NEC from Japan, who has developed the project.
Regulatory framework for charging mandatory user charges is being discussed with DGFT and M/o Shipping and data sharing by all the logistics players
will be necessary to ensure the viability of Logistics Data Bank (LDB) project. In this regard a meeting was held under the chairmanship of Secretary,
Shipping with all the concerned stakeholders on 13t march, 2014.

In the meeting, it was decided that Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust (JNPT) will make a proposal to Tariff Authority for Major Ports (TAMP) for including
the mandatory user charges for LDB Project. TAMP will finalise the NPT proposal and subsequently M/o Shipping can examine and issuing a
common direction when the scheme is extended to major ports. Other concerned ministries will also issue necessary instructions and share the technical
details. Meeting with Chairman, JNPT, TAMP & Joint Secretary, Shipping was held on 14t June, 2014 to move further on the proposal and take into
consideration the inputs of private terminal operators of JNPT. A proposal was sent to NPT for onward forwarding to TAMP vide letter dated 7t July,
2014 for issuance of notification for levy and collection of Mandatory User Charges (MUC) for DMICDC’s Logistics Data Bank (LDB) project.
Through this proposal, DMICDC is secking support for exemption of MUC for LBD collected by Port terminal Operators, provision of area for setting




up of kiosks of LDB operation at ports and to for allowing the SPV to deploy operations team for tagging and de-tagging of RFID tags. A meeting was
held under the co-chairmanship of CEO&MD, DMICDC and Chairman, JNPT on 2274 August, 2014 to discuss the way forward for the project which
was followed by a discussion at the level of Joint Secretary, Ministry of Shipping on 25t August, 2014.

A joint hearing was held by Tariff Authority For Major Ports (TAMP) on 20 October, 2014 for fixation of Mandatory User Charges from JNPT for
Logistics Data Bank project.  Tariff Authority For Major Points has passed an order on 14t November 2014 for levy of Mandatory User Charges for
Logistics data Bank project. This was communicated to DMICDC by TAMP vide their letter dated 14t November, 2014.

CEO&MD, DMICDC, vide letter dated 15% December, 2014, has requested Railways and various port terminal operators for providing necessary
authorization to DMICDC-LDB team to study and develop the necessary electronic interface with FOIS data for retrieving the container related
information.

Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust vide letter dated 12t February 2015 has authorized LDB Team to study the terminal operating system and EDI interface
for LDB Project.

Discussion has been initiated with NEC team for the Shareholders Agreement (SHA) and incorporation of the project SPV.

A joint meeting was held on 15% January, 2015 with NEC team and their legal consultants to discuss the term sheet received from NEC Team vide
their e-mail dated 26t December, 2014.

CEO&MD, DMICDC vide letter dated 23t January, 2015 has requested METT to discuss the matter related to SHA & formation of SPV with NEC
and issue necessary directions to expedite the same.

DMICDC vide letter dated 9™ February 2015 has requested METT to issue necessaty direction to NEC for execution of SHA & formation of SPV for
LDB Project.

Various rounds of discussions have been held with the NEC Team on the draft Sharecholder’s Agreement (SHA). The matter was also deliberated at
length during the Smart Community working group meeting held on 18t June, 2015. Secretary, DIPP vide his letter dated 25t June, 2015 has requested
Vice Minister, METTI to look into the matter and finalise the SHA at the earliest.

Shareholders” Agreement (SHA) has been executed with NEC.The SPV for the project has been incorporated. Port Operator Agreement has been
executed with Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust. Additional equity of Rs.8.04 crore with 50-50 contribution from DMIC Trust and NEC, Japan has been
received on 28th April, 2016.

The work for supply of RFID Readers for Logistics Data Bank Project was awarded on 2nd May, 2016 and for Supply of RFID Tags on 14th May,
2016.

Logistics Data Bank (LDB) Services Agreement has been executed with NEC India Pvt. Ltd. on 15th June, 2016.

All the four kiosks have been set up at JNPCT, NSICT, APM to support operations at truck gate and rail sidings. Around 159 operators have been
deployed at Ports to conduct the operations of tagging and de-tagging. Out of the total 49 locations which have been planned for FY 2016-17, about 32
locations have been covered, in which RFID installations is complete.

The project has been launched and services have started at all the terminals of JNPT Port with effect from 1st July, 2016. AboutiZ;903;175/containers
havelbeenitaggediand de tagged till the 'end ot "Marchy2018. 4 Port Terminals, 12 toll plazas and 34 CES/ICDs are currently operational. All 50
locations which have been planned for FY 2016, have been covered in which RFID installations have been completed.

Agreement with APSEZ signed on 3rd April, 2017 and LDB service has now extended to EXIM containers of Mundra & Hazira Port Terminals,
Gujarat.

DMICDC Logistics Data Bank Services (DLDS) has successfully launched the LDB Project across all container terminals at APSEZ Mundra (Adani
Port Special Economic Zone) & AHPPL Hazira (Adani Hazira Port Pvt. Ltd.) in Gujarat from 1st May, 2017. With this expansion to Ports in Mundra
& Hazira (Gujarat) as well as coverage of EXIM traffic of JNPT Mumbai, LDB service would now be providing visibility service to approximately 70 %
of EXIM containers of India.4 Port Terminals at Mundra & 1 Port Terminal at Hazira are now operational for providing container tracking services
through LDB Portal. With the coverage of Mundra and Hazira Port terminals, DLDS would be able to provide container tracking services to




approximately 70% of the container traffic in India.

Discussions have been initiated with Southern ports to expand the services of the project. DLDS LDB team visited the Container Port terminals in
Katupalli, Krishnapatnam & Chidambaranar in South India and had meetings with the respective stakeholders for extending the LDB Services.
Integration of Freight Operations Information System (FOIS) system of railways with LDB System has been successfully completed and users are now
able to have the visibility of in-transit rail container movement.

A meeting was held on 23rd August, 2017 with Indian Port Association (IPA) for discussions on the proposal of extending Logistics Data Bank (LDB)
services to other Major ports in India.

The Project was discussed during joint meeting between Prime Ministers of India & Japan in September 2017.

DLDS has won the 11th Express, Logistics & Supply Chain Leadership Awards (ELSC Awards) in the Best-in-class Supply Chain Visibility category.

DLDS has launched the Pan India Operations of LDB Project on 18th December 2017 with the execution of agreements to extend the LDB service to
New port terminal at JNPT i.e. Bharat Mumbai Container Terminals Private Ltd (BMCTPL) of PSA International, Krishnapatnam Port in Andhra
Pradesh, Kattupalli and Ennore Ports in Tamil Nadu.

Neemrana Ecocity, Rajasthan

Efficient and stable supply of high-quality electricity in an industrial park — Mitsui & Kansai
Ministry of P&NG has informed that as far as requirement of 2.8 mmscmd of RLNG for the Smart Community Projects in Rajasthan and Haryana is

concerned, the same will be made at the price of RLNG applicable at the time of supply of gas in 2014. METT has been requested to finance the
implementation of the pilot projects.

Any other issue related to
DMIC Project

Related to Financing & Implementation
On 28 July 2011, an appraisal meeting was held under the chairmanship of Hon’ble Finance Minister wherein various issues related to DMIC project

were discussed and deliberated.

The final Memorandum of EFC was circulated to all concerned Ministries/Depattments on 9 September, 2011. The EFC under the chairmanship of
Secretary (Expenditure) in its meeting held on 17t October, 2011 recommended additional allocation of Rs.175 crore for carrying out project
development activities. Draft note for the Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA) regarding financial support for carrying out DMIC project
development activities, as approved by the Minister for Commerce, Industry and Textiles, forwarded to the Ministry of Finance with endorsement to the
Cabinet Secretariat and PMO on 9™ December, 2011. The CCEA in its meeting held on 24t January, 2012 has accorded its approval for the proposal.

The Cabinet on 15% September, 2011 has accorded approval for the financial and institutional structure for the development of industrial cities in the
DMIC and formation of DMIC implementation fund of Rs.17,500 crore and project development fund of Rs.1000 crore for DMIC Project. The
process of setting up of the Trust as per the Cabinet approval was initiated. The Deed of Public Trust for DMIC Project Implementation Trust Fund
was signed in the presence of Hon’ble Minister for Commerce, Industry and Textile on 27t September, 2012. In the existing equity of DMICDC, 41%
held by IL&FS and 10% held by IDFC have been taken over by IIFCL and LIC respectively as per the Cabinet decision. As approved by the Cabinet,
the Board of DMICDC had approved the increase in the authorized capital of the company from Rs.10 crore to Rs.100 crore.




Meeting of the Monitoring Committee for DMIC Project was held under the Chairmanship of Principal Secretary to PM on 13t December, 2011. A
meeting was held under the chairmanship of Principal Secretary to PM on 20t December, 2011 to discuss allocation of gas and coal for DMIC power
projects. A meeting under the Chairmanship of Secretary, DIPP was held on 10t October, 2011 to discuss the way forward. Meetings of the
Monitoring Committee were held under the Chairmanship of Principal Secretary to Prime Minister on 29t October 2012 and on 24% May, 2013 and
directions were given to concerned stakeholders to take appropriate action for swift implementation of vatious policy/ projects.

The Cabinet in August, 2012 accorded approval for revised equity structure of DMICDC with Government of India equity retained at 49% and Japan
Bank for International Cooperation (JBIC) and Government owned financial institutions equity kept at 26% and 25% respectively. In pursuance of the
above approval, the distribution of 25% shareholding in DMICDC among Government owned Financial Institutions was decided at 19.9% for Housing
and Urban Development Corporation Ltd. (HUDCO), 4.1% for India Infrastructure Finance Company Ltd. (IIFCL) and 1% for Life Insurance
Corporation of India (LIC); and the Share Holders Agreement with all the stakeholders, namely, Government of India, Japan Bank for International
Cooperation (JBIC) and Financial Institutions owned by the Government of India was finalized after vetting by Ministry of Law and justice and
executed on 28 March, 2013. The Board of Directors of DMICDC in its meeting held in April, 2013 approved the allocation of shares to Gol, JBIC
and HUDCO.

A meeting was held on 26t June, 2012 under the Chairmanship of Secretary, DIPP to discuss DMIC related issues in National Capital Region and the
meeting was attended by the representatives of National Capital Region Planning Board (NCRPB), State Governments of Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh
and DMIC Development Corporation.

A list of prospective projects in the infrastructutre sector under the Government of Japan US § 4.5 bn facility (JBIC and JICA) has been put together for
carrying out Pre- Feasibility Studies/ Feasibility Studies and subsequent steps. The list was discussed in the Indo Japan Task Force meeting held on 19th
October, 2012. A copy of the list was forwarded to the Department of Economic Affairs on 26th October, 2012 with the request to take appropriate
action so that the list could be finalized at the earliest. In the meeting held in the Department of Economic Affairs on 15t November, 2012, it has been
decided that DIPP/DMICDC would quickly provide concept notes/ preliminary project reports/ detailed project repotts as are available in respect of
all the identified 19 project proposals. It has also been stated that tentative cost of all the project proposals would also be indicated and the same would
be forwarded to DEA after obtaining the approval of the Commerce & Industry Minister. DEA would examine the proposals and finalize the rolling
plan of projects for the US $ 4.5 billion JBIC/JICA assistance after placing the list of projects before the DMIC Trust for approval. ‘In principle’
approval of the Hon’ble Minister of Commerce, Industry and Textile for the list of 19 prospective projects for Japan’s USD 4.5 billion facility has been
conveyed to the Department of Economic Affairs on 3t January, 2013. Four projects have been posed by DEA to JICA under Rolling Plan. DEA has

been requested to include these transportation projects.

A Consultative Mechanism/ Committee under the chairmanship of Secretary, Department of Economic Affairs (DEA) was set up and the issues
regarding relaxation of capital regulations were taken up with the Reserve Bank of India. The issues regarding priority sector lending, relaxation of
restrictions on foreign currency borrowing, opening of Japanese bank branches in metropolitan areas, expattiates in foreign banks and alternative option

of financing have been resolved. Consultations are going on in respect of other outstanding issues related to relaxation of capital regulations.

Incorporation of City / Nodal level SPVs in accordance with the implementation framework approved by the Union Cabinet: Sharcholder’s Agreement

and State Support Agreement for the states of Maharashtra and MP were finalized. New law has been drafted for DMIC in Rajasthan at the request of
the State Government. DMICDC has also been in discussion with the respective State Governments for finalization of the SHAs and SSAs. DMICDC
has received observations of Financial Department of Government of Maharashtra on SHA & SSA and the issues raised in the letter have been




addressed by DMICDC in its reply to the State. SHA’s/SSA’s for the node/city level SPV of Maharashtra and Madhya Pradesh have been finalized with
the State nodal agencies and the same were approved by the Board of Trustees in meeting held on 6t December, 2013. Approval / concurrence and
comments are awaited from other States. The State Government of Uttar Pradesh is in the process of drafting a new legislation. The Shareholders
Agreement (SHA) and State Support Agreement (SSA) would be finalized in accordance with the new legislation.

DMICDC has also empaneled two companies as Project Management Consultants (PMC) who will work as an extended team of DMICDC.

Appointment of Detailed Engineering Consultants for Phase 1 of the nodes. PMNC will finalise the TOR and undertake bid process management for
selection of detailed engineering consultants.

Project Development Activities (other than the 7 nodes, Power projects and smart communities)

Road and Rail based Spur Connectivity to the new cities: Proposals have been submitted by DMICDC to the concerned Central Ministries. Rigorous
follow up is being done by DMICDC to priotities their development. MoRTH vide OM no. 15014/1/2011/P&M dated 20th October 2011 agreed to
undertake the construction of 4-6 lane highway ahead of demand to enable the viability of DMIC nodes in Maharashtra and Rajasthan. Railway Board
has agreed to undertake the Technical Studies for the development Rail Infrastructure for Phase — I of Dholera SIR on joint sharing basis with
DMICDC. A meeting on the Road connectivity required for DMIC Project was held under the Chairmanship of Secretary, Ministry of Road Transport
and Highways on September 21, 2011. The Technical Studies for the development of Rail Infrastructure for Phase — I of Dholera SIR is complete and
has been sent to Railway Board for their comments and obsetvations.

The matter has been pursued by DIPP vide their letter dated June19, 2013. Ministry of Road Transport and Highways (MORTH) vide their letter dated
8th July, 2013 has informed that Ministry of Commerce & Industries will have to arrange for necessary funding out of their budgetary resources in order
to develop p these road projects. However, any technical support requited will be provided by MORTH.

Secretary, MoRTH vide his letter dated 15" October, 2014 to Sectetary, DIPP has reiterated that due to the paucity of funds the proposal of road
connectivity could not be taken forward.

The matter of connecting Dighi Port Industrial Area of DMIC Project was also discussed in the Trust meeting held on 25t September, 2014 and it was
decided that DEA will take up the matter with MoRTH.

Secretary, DIPP vide his letter dated 12t January 2015 requested Secretary, Ministry of Finance for provision of adequate funds to MoRTH for the
development of priority road projects for connectivity in the DMIC Region.

DMICDC vide letter dated 20t April, 2015 has requested Ministry of Railways for development of rail connectivity spurs under DMIC region.

A meeting was held on 15% June, 2015 in Ministry of Railways to discuss the rail-based connectivity spurs to the new cities of DMICDC. Various
proposals which were earlier submitted by DMICDC to Ministry of Railways were discussed at length. The minutes of the meeting have been received.
CEO & MD, DMICDC vide his letter dated 29 March, 2016 has requested Chairman, NHAI to take up the DPR preparation work for various road
projects in Maharashtra on priority basis.

Logistics Hubs at select locations across the Dedicated Freight Corridor:
In the meeting held under the Chairmanship of Chairman, Railway Board on 25% April, 2013 to apprise him about the DMICDC’s proposed Multi —

Modal Logistics Hubs (MMLH) at Rewari, Dadri, Sanand and in Maharashtra and to seck the support of Ministry of Railways for a favorable policy
regime to promote and develop Multi-Modal Logistics Hub, DMICDC has been requested to submit detailed proposal regarding their request to bring
the MMLP policy under the policy on port terminals.

Feasibility studies have been completed for Greater Noida, Rewari & Pithampur. DMICDC is conceiving similar facilities at select locations in Gujarat




and Maharashtra, in the proximity of junction stations on the Dedicated Railway Freight Corridor. These projects need the support of key stakeholders
ie. the State Governments who will make the land available. DMIC Trust in its meeting held on 10th March 2014 has approved the selection of
consultants for preparation of Techno-Economic Feasibility Study (TEFS) for the logistics hub project at Karmad in Maharashtra and Sanand in
Gujarat. Letter of Award has been issued to the selected consultant for preparation of TEFS for Multi-Modal Logistics Park at Sanand.

Water Availability: In pursuance of the decisions taken in the meetings of the Monitoring Committee for the DMIC Project held on 18% November
2009 and 220d June 2010, the Department of Industrial Policy and Promotion,0 with the concurrence of the Ministry of Water Resources, has
constituted a Committee on 13 August 2010 under the chairmanship of Secretary, Ministry of Water Resources to look into the availability of water in
the DMIC region. First meeting of the Committee held on 16t September 2010 and second meeting held on 18" August, 2011. In the 3*4 meeting of
the Water Committee held under the Chairmanship of Secretary, Ministry of Water Resources (MoWR) on November 06, 2012 on the availability of
water in DMIC Region, Secretary, MoWR requested the State Governments to arrange water supply to the proposed new industrial cities in DMIC and
suggested that State Governments may consider plans for the efficient use/management of water in irrigation sector where 80% of the water resources
are used. DMICDC is getting an ‘Integrated Water Resources Management Plan’ prepared for its nodes in Haryana and Rajasthan. The bidding process
is complete. Work orders to the shortlisted consultants will be issued after getting approval of DMIC Trust. The consultants have been appointed for
preparation of an Integrated Water Resource Management Plan and DPR for alternative sources of water for the KBNIR & MBIR.

Exhibition cum Convention Centre — Integrated Freight Complex at Dwarka, Delhi:

The Exhibition-cum-Convention facility has been conceived as a wotld class state-of-the-art facility for India. The project has been benchmarked
against the world’s best facilities and will consists of high quality iconic sustainable architecture, design and includes smart technologies, underground
parking, transit oriented and integrated development. The ECC will be an internationally recognized, architectural icon with an innovative design and
novel green building concept.

Extensive discussions have been carried out for deciding on the way forward for the ECC & ACC project between the important stakeholders such as
DDA, Ministry of Urban Development (MoUD), DIPP, DMICDC and the Prime Minister’s Office (PMO). ‘In-principle approval’ of DDA was
communicated by the Vice Chairman, DDA on 24" November, 2010 for establishment of a world class ECC at Dwarka, New Delhi.The Union
Cabinet, while approving the financial & institutional structure for DMIC on 15t April, 2011, approved the establishment of the ECC at Delhi /
Hatyana as one of the Eatly Bird Projects. Subsequently DMICDC appointed M/s AECOM to undertake the preparation of the Master Plan, and carty
out associated feasibility studies. During the meeting held under the chairmanship of Lt. Governor of Delhi on 23td May, 2012 it was decided that DIPP
would develop both ECC and IFC facilities and all the land for ECC and IFC project shall be transferred by DDA to DIPP on Government to
Government transfer policy. The rates shall be decided as per existing DDA regulations for transfer of land to Government Departments. Subsequently,
Ministry of Urban Development vide its Letters dated 19t December, 2012 and 24t January, 2013 directed Vice-Chairman, DDA to transfer the land to
DIPP at the rates applicable to Government Departments. In the meeting held in PMO on 24% May, 2013, the Vice Chairman, DDA stated that land
would be transferred by DDA to DIPP at Government to Government rates within a period of six weeks along with the permission to undertake mixed
use development of the project components as an integral component of the Master Plan. A meeting was held on 15t November, 2013, under the
chairmanship of the Principal Secretary to Prime Minister, to review the status updates on projects including the ECC project. It was decided that DDA
will communicate the Government to Government rates for transfer of land to DIPP within two weeks under intimation to PMO. Thereafter DIPP will
structure the project and move a note to CCEA for necessary approvals to the project. Even after the above discussions, the land was not transferred to
DIPP by DDA. Therefore the PMO directed DIPP to move a Cabinet Note for transfer of the project site to DIPP. On this basis, a Cabinet Note was
prepared with the proposal for transfer of land to DIPP, by DDA, at a nominal sum of Re.1. The subject was listed before the Cabinet on 25% April,




2014, but the item was deferred.

Subsequently, it has been decided to explore the option of DDA providing the land on long term lease (99 years) along with the required changes in land
use to a Special Purpose Vehicle company (SPV) for implementing the ECC & ACC project. The SPV will be a 100% subsidiary of DMICDC and will
further have all rights to sub-lease the land parcels, sub-contract project components, grant long term concessions to private developers, fix lease rentals
etc. On the above basis, the project structuring option has been broadly developed for the ECC & ACC project.

In the meeting dated 7% February, 2015 in the PMO, it was decided that land for this project will be provided for the project. In this regard, a note for
seeking the approval of Cabinet will be circulated by Department of Industrial Policy and the same is under process.

In the meeting held on 28% May, 2015 under the chairmanship of Hon’ble Prime Minister, certain action points have been decided for the project. On
the request of DIPP, DMICDC vide its e-mail dated 16% June 2015 has submitted its inputs on the action points. Further DIPP had requested for
recommendation with regard to the availability of water for the project and the same was requested from Delhi Jal Board vide DMICDC letters dated
27t July, 2015 and 12 August, 2015.

Delhi Jal Board has given its inputs vide letter dated 24™ August, 2015 and same has been forwarded to DIPP vide letter dated 25% August 2015.
Further action is underway in DIPP. A status note giving point-wise replies to the issues raised duting the meeting on 28.05.2015 has been sent to Prime
Minister’s office vide DIPP’s Note dated 15.9.2015. A meeting was held on 215t December, 2015 under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Prime Minister of
India to review the progress of the project. As per decisions taken during the above meeting, DIPP circulated a draft Cabinet Note on the subject for
inter-ministerial consultation on 19.01.2016.Five copies of the Final Cabinet Note were sent to Cabinet Secretariat alongwith a copy to PMO vide
DIPP’s OM dated 11.02.2016. The Cabinet has approved the proposal of DIPP for transfer of land for the project to DIPP in its meeting held on
23.3.2016. The follow up action is underway in DIPP.

The Project Steering Committee constituted to oversee the ECC planning gave its approval to the implementation model on 26t May, 2016.

The Concept Master plan and feasibility report was carried out for the complete land parcel measuring 114 Ha including EIA and the concept
architectural plan was prepared for an area of 970,000 sqm. The preliminary cost estimates for the complete development of the project has been
finalised.

The RFQ cum RFP for Publ; Selection of Programme Manager has been issued on 20th July 2016.Three (3) nos. of bid proposals was received by the
bid due date ie.29th August, 2016.

Stakeholders consultation meet for the project was held on 25th July 2016 for deliberations on the model for development and identification of the best
suited model of implementation.

A meeting of the Committee of Secretaries (CoS) was held on 17th August, 2016 under the Chairmanship of Cabinet Secretary to review the progress
of activities of the project.

The letter of Award has been issued to M/s AECOM as the Programme Manager for ECC on 22nd September, 2016.




The consortium of M/s AECOM India Pvt. Ltd. and M/s AECOM Asia Company Ltd. has been appointed as the Programme Manager for ECC.
A meeting was held under the chairmanship of Secretary, DIPP to review the progress of works under the project on 10th October, 2016.

The Delhi Development Authority (DDA) has transferred over 89.5832 Ha land (excluding 0.1368 Ha of the acquired land) to the Department of
Industrial Policy and Promotion (DIPP) in Sector 25, Dwarka, New Delhi for creation of ECC on 6 September, 2016.

The revised demand note for the Infrastructure Development for Water and Sewerage Supply to the complex has been submitted by Delhi Jal Bard on
20 July, 2017.

Accordingly, DMICDC has requested DDA for cartying out the realignment of existing electrical power lines passing through the site. Also, DMICDC
had sent a letter to DDA requesting to provide entry from western and southern boundaries to site via arterial roads (Sector — 25, Dwarka) and
demarcate the same in the Final Master Plan.

DDA has provided an NOC for tree cutting/ afforestation in accordance with Delhi Preservation of Trees Act, 1994 in the 89.72 Ha of land in Sector —
25, Dwarka proposed as the ECC project site vide their letter dated 15th November, 2016. A Survey agency has been appointed as 3rd party sutveying
agency to conduct topographical survey for the project site. An application to Department of Forest & Wildlife seeking permission for felling of trees
has been submitted. The permission for felling trees has been granted on August 16, 2017 subject to deposit of fee for compensatory plantation.

The MoEF&CC has granted the Environmental Clearance for the project vide letter dated 29t August, 2017.

Delhi Metro Rail Corporation Ltd. (DMRC) have agreed “in principle” to prepare the Detailed Project Report (DPR) to assess the feasibility of Metro
connection to the proposed ECC site at Sector — 25, Dwarka. DMRC has submitted a Brief Report on “Extension of Delhi Metro from Sector -21,
Dwarka to proposed Exhibition-cum-Convention Centre at Sector 25, Dw2arka vide their letter dated 22nd September, 2016.

As the project lies in proximity to the IGI Airport, an application has been sent to Airports Authority of India (AAI) secking max. allowable building
heights in the proposed site.

Survey of India has been appointed to conduct physical site survey for supply of coordinates and AMSL height of project site on 11thNovember, 2016.
NHALI has been requested to construct an interchange along the Dwarka expressway which in any case is proposed to be constructed by NHAT on 8th
November, 2016.

DMICDC has requested Transco to provide uninterrupted power supply and source of transmission line to the project site to meet the expected
demand on 17th November, 2016.

An interactive session was conducted with Indian and International O&M operators on 16t December, 2016 to seck inputs and suggestions on the
development of competitive project proposal.

The 204 meeting of Project Steering Committee for ECC Dwarka under the chairmanship of Secretary, Department of Economic affairs was held on
16t December, 2016. The project master plan was approved by the Steering Committee.

Delhi Jal Board has agreed to make available 5 MLD water starting with 3 MLD by April, 2018. As decided in the Steering Committee meeting
proposed to revise norms of ground coverage to 45% from existing 40% and built-up area for Exhibition, Convention and Meeting spaces to 35% from
the existing 40% was submitted to DDA on 5t January, 2017.

DDA has taken up the matter of realignment of existing HT lines passing through the site with BSES for 11 KV HT line and Haryana Vidyut Prasaran




Nigam Ltd. (HVPNL) for 66kV HT line. BSES has submitted tentative estimate for shifting of 11 kV HT line and the survey has been conducted on 3
December, 2016.

Delhi Transco Ltd. (DTL) will set up the 3rd 220 KV substation by September, 2018 to make available enough power supply to meet expected demand
of 110 MW for ECC.

DDA has agreed to provide connectivity for 2 out of 3 arterial roads from the Western side with 24 mt RoW and they have invited tenders for the
construction of the same by 9 January 2017. A letter has been sent to DDA requesting to provide connectivity for all three arterial roads to address
voluminous traffic expected during mega events in ECC facility on 5% January, 2017.

DDA has been requested (letter dated 5% January, 2017 and proposal letter highlighting the impact on financial viability dated 9t March 2017) for the
provisions in the Delhi Master Plan 2021 notification regarding permissible percentage of Exhibition, Convention & Meeting space with respect to
commercial spaces to 35%(EC):65%(Commercial) from existing 40%(EC):60%(Commercial) in order to achieve more economic and functional viability
for the ECC facility.

During the meeting of the Steering Committee held on 16t December, 2016, Delhi Jal Board has agreed to make available 5 MLD water starting with 3
MLD by April 2018.

The Project Master Plan & Schematic Layouts submitted for Water Distribution Scheme respectively to Delhi Jal Board (DJB).

DDA has provided NOC for cutting of trees existing within the project premises. Tree count and Tree classification for the project site has been
obtained Joint inspection has been carried out with Deputy Conservator of Forests and an application to Department of Forest & Wildlife seeking
permission for felling of trees has been submitted.

Survey of India has completed physical site survey and submitted the coordinates of the site and Above Mean Sea Level Certificate on 215t December,
2016.

A meeting was conducted with Member, NHAI on 29 December 2016 during which the proposed entry / exit points to EECC site wete discussed and
they were requested to take up the same for approval. NHAI has been requested to expedite the matter.

As directed by DPCC, the application for Environmental clearance and request for seeking TOR has been submitted on MoEFCC web portal on 24t
February, 2017.

Application for Environmental clearance and approval of Terms of Reference (ToR) was submitted to the Ministry of Environment & Forest on 24t
February 2017.Expert Appraisal Committee (EAC) reviewed the proposal on 14t April 2017 and granted ToR. Environmental Impact Assessment
(EIA) Study has been completed at the site. Expert Appraisal Committee (EAC) reviewed the proposal for the grant of Environmental Clearance on
28t July 2017.

Delhi Metro Rail Corporation Ltd (DMRC) have agreed “in principle” to the proposed configuration in master plan containing a metro station in the
middle of the site with three entry / exit points in the project premises.

DMRC has submitted the proposed alignment in master plan containing a metro station in the middle of the site with three entry/ exit points in the
project premises on 27t January, 2017.

Delhi Metro Rail Corporation Ltd. (DMRC) have submitted the updated Detailed Project Report (DPR) on 6% March, 2017 with updated costs as
directed by CoS during the meeting held on 17t February 2017 & proposed alignment for the “Extension of Delhi Metro from Sector 21, Dwarka to
the proposed Exhibition-cum-Convention Centre at Sector 25, Dwarka. DPR submitted by DMRC has been approved by DIPP on 313t March, 2017.

A scheme for dedicated entry / exit points for ECC facility has been prepared by M/s AECOM (PMC) in consultation with NHAI and same has been
submitted to NHATI for approval.




AAIT has provided NOC as per maximum permissible building heights for individual building blocks of the ECC Complex.

A meeting was held under the Chairmanship of Cabinet Secretary on 17t February, 2017 to review the progress of the project.

A stakeholders” meeting was held under the chairmanship of Secretary, Department of Industrial Policy and Promotion on 28t February, 2017 to
review the status of statutory approvals required from the stakeholders and any issues thereof.

The Project Master Plan has been submitted to DDA & DUAC for statutory approval on 9t February, 2017.

The Project Master Plan & Schematic Layouts for Electrical and Water Distribution Scheme have been submitted to Delhi Tansco Limited (DTL) &
Delhi Jal Board (D]B) respectively for statutory approval on 9 February, 2017.

A scheme for dedicated entry / exit points for ECC facility has been prepared by M/s AECOM (PMC) in consultation with NHAI and same has been
submitted to NHATI for approval.

RfP cum RfQ) for Selection of Commercialization, Planning & Transaction Advisor has been issued on 10t March, 2017.

A consortium of M/s IDOM and M/s CP Kukreja Architects has been appointed as Preliminary Engineering and Architectural Consultant. The LOA
was issued on 21st March, 2017.

A Standing Committee of South Delhi Municipal Corporation (SDMC) has approved the layout plan of ECC project during the meeting on 23
February, 2017. The approved layout plan duly signed by SDMC officials has been sent to DMICDC on 20t March, 2017.

M/s Boston Consulting Group has been appointed as Commercialization, Planning & Transaction Advisor.

DUAC reviewed the proposal on 31st March 2017 and zoning plan was approved on 7t April, 2017 with some observations. The response to the
observations has been sent vide DMICDC letter dated 25t April, 2017. Based on the meeting held on 3t May, 2017, DUAC has provided its approval
on the urban design layout.

The Project Master Plan & Schematic Layouts have been submitted to BSES Rajdhani Power Limited (BRPL) and SWS Division, SDMC for approval
on 25t April, 2017.

DDA has provided its approval on the Master Plan as per the project development proposal submitted in accordance to the MPDC-2021 guidelines.
Electrical Distribution Scheme has been submitted to BSES Rajdhani Power Limited (BRPL) on 25T April, 2017. An estimate for the Electrical
Distribution has been received from BSES which will be included as a part of EPC Contract.

Haryana Vidyut Prasaran Nigarm Ltd. has appointed Adeco Energy Pvt. Ltd. to execute the shifting of HT lines passing through the site and the work
has been started.

Architectural design as finalized was presented to the members of CoS in the meeting held under the Chairmanship of Cabinet Secretary on 8t June
2017.

Public Investment Board/ Committee of Establishment Expenditute (PIB/CEE) during its meeting dated 4t May, 2017 has recommended the
formation of SPV with initial paid up capital of INR 5 cr. as equity and Additional Budgetary Support of INR 1500 crore. 5 copies of Final Cabinet
note were sent to Cabinet Secretariat on 22.9.2017.

The architectural design was also presented to Hon’ble Prime Minister on September 28, 2017.

United Traffic and Transportation Infrastructure (Planning & Engineering Centre (UTTIPEC) during its 427d Working Group — ITA meeting held on
3.10.2017 recommended the road connectivity scheme to the Governing Body for approval and uploaded the same for community feedback. The
Consent to Establish (CTE) has been issued by Delhi Pollution Control Committee vide letter dated 25t October, 2017.

Tender documents for selection of EPC contractor for Exhibition halls with associated Foyer, Convention Centre & Trunk Infrastructure and operator
and maintenance agency have been issued on 16 October, 2017. The pre-bid meeting was held on 5% November, 2017.

The Union Cabinet in its meeting held on 10t November, 2017 has accorded its approval for development of Exhibition cum Convention Centre and




allied infrastructure in PPP and non-PPP mode (including Exhibition & Convention spaces, arena, trunk infrastructure, Metro/NHAI connectivity,
hotels, office and retails spaces, etc.).The progress of the project was reviewed by the Project Steering Committee in its 4% meeting held on 16t
November, 2017.Steps have been initiated for incorporation of the project SPV.

A new Government company as a Special Purpose Vehicle(SPV) titled as India International Convention & Exhibition Centre Limited was
incorporated on December 19, 2017 for the development and implementation of the project. The contract for EPC works for detailed design,
construction, testing and commissioning of Phase-I components is under progtess.

1st Board Meeting of the Company was held on 12t January, 2018. Larsen & Toubro has been appointed to undertake the detailed design, construction,
testing and commissioning of Phase-I components on EPC basis.

The lease agreement has been executed between DIPP and India International Convention & Exhibition Centre Ltd on 08.03.2018 and further the deed
got registered with the office of Sub-Registrar IX, Kapashera, New Delhi on 12.03.2018. Approx. 188 acres (76.13 Ha) of land has been handed over to
EPC for undertaking construction activities at site. RfP for the selection of Operator for Exhibition and Convention Centre has been issued on

22.03.2018. The last date of bid submission is May 07,2018.
RfQ) cum RfP for Financial Advisor for raising loans for IICC has been issued on 23.03.2018. A total of 07 bids have been received till the last date

Development of Industrial Park Encompassing Logistics Centre at Silvassa in U.T. of Dadra & Nagar Haveli

In the meeting dated 17t December, 2014 between CEO & MD, DMICDC and Hon. Administrator, Union territories of Daman & Diu and Dadra &
Nagar Haveli, it was decided to include world class Integrated Exhibition cum Convention Centre at Diu and Industrial park project at Silvassa for
undertaking vatious project development activOities under DMICDC. Accordingly, tender document for “Selection of Consultant for Preparation of
Techno-Economic Feasibility Report for Development of Industrial park Encompassing Logistics Centre at Silvassa” has been issued on 15t April,
2015.Four (4) bids have been received by the last date for submission of bid proposals, i.e. 25t May, 2015. The evaluation of bids is in progtess.

The process has been annulled on account of no confirmation on the availability of land.

Exhibition Cum Convention Centre (ECC), Diu in U.T. of Daman & Diu

In the meeting dated 17% December, 2014 between CEO & MD, DMICDC and Hon. Administrator, Union Territories of Daman & Diu and Dadra &
Nagar Haveli, it was decided to include world class Integrated exhibition cum Convention centre at Diu and Industrial park project at Silvassa for
undertaking various project development activities under DMICDC.  Accordingly, tender document for “Selection of Consultant for Preparation of
Techno-Economic Feasibility Study Report for Exhibition Cum Convention Centre (ECC) at Diu has been issued on 15t April 2015. Five (5) bids have
been received by the last date for submission of bid proposals, i.e. 25th May, 2015. The evaluation of bids is in progtess.




The process has been annulled on account of no confirmation on the availability of land.

Skill Development centers: DMICDC has already selected the Transaction Advisor for the development of 7 Skill Development Institutes in the
DMIC nodes to be developed in Phase 1A. To further strengthen the skill development initiative, DMICDC has also initiated the process of selection of

Technical Skill Provider whose main task will be to identify the skill gap in the region and accordingly suggest and devise the courses in consultation
with existing and proposed industries to reduce the skill gap on continuous basis. 4 bids were received in response to the RfP for selection of Technical
Service provider.

The RfQ cum RfP for selection of consultant for providing technical consultancy for establishment of advanced Skill Development Institutions (SDI) in
DMIC region was issued as well as Letter of award was issued to the selected consultant for providing Technical Setvice for establishment of Skill
Development Centres. The team has been mobilized by the consultant. Project kick off meeting was conducted on 20% January, 2014. The appointed
consultant has submitted the inception Repott and Training Need Analysis report, other required data collection/sutveys ate in progress. The selected
consultant for providing Technical Services for establishment of Advanced Skill Development Centres in DMIC region has submitted the draft Training
Need Analysis reports for each of the six DMIC States.

The consultant has submitted third deliverable i.e. Technical Report and fourth deliverable i.e. draft Detailed Project Report (DPR). DMICDC has
reviewed the reports and provided their comments. The deliverables have been shared with the respective State Governments/Nodal Agencies for their
comments/observations.

The Government of Gujarat has provided their consent and approval to third, fourth and fifth deliverable i.e. Training Needs Assessment Report,
Technical Report and Detail Project Report submitted by Technical consultant vide letter dated 14t August, 2014.

The Transaction Advisor (TA) has submitted the Inception report along with the Site appraisal report. DMICDC is in discussion with respective State
Governments for formalizing the arrangements of provisioning of the proposed site for establishing advanced skill development institute. The TA
consultant has submitted the revised Inception report along with the Site appraisal report for establishing advanced skill development institute in DMIC
states (except UP). In a meeting held on 16t April, 2013 the TA made a detailed presentation to CEO, DMICDC on the way forward and models for
the development of Skill Institutes. The development with respect to the same is as follows:

Maharashtra: Shendra - The Site for the proposed Skill Development Institute has been proposed at Shendra Industrial Area, Aurangabad, Maharashtra
by MIDC. The proposed site is a patt of land patcel earmarked for amenities / utilities within the industrial area and it admeasures 30,000 sq m. The site
is suitable for the development as Skill Development Institute.

Dighi Port - The Site for the proposed Skill Development Institute has been proposed at Ville Bhagad industrial Area, Raigad district by MIDC. The
proposed site is a part of land parcel earmarked for amenities / utilities within the industtial atea and it admeasures 30,000 sq m. The site is suitable for
the development as Skill Development Institute.

Madhya Pradesh: The proposed site is located at Pithampur Industrial Area No. 3 , Dhar District and is part of land parcel earmarked for amenities.
Madhya Pradesh Audyogik Kendra Vikas Nigam Ltd. (MPAKVN), Indore proposes to provide land measuring 20,000 sq m. The site is suitable for the
development as Skill Development Institute.

A meeting was held on 13t January 2014 with Principal Secretary, Department of Technical Education and Skill development, Government of Madhya
Pradesh to discuss skill development issues.

Gujarat: The proposed site is located in Dhandhuka, Ahmedabad district. The proposed site has a building and land which currently is under the




ownership of Gujarat Infrastructure Development Corporation (GIDC). The building was designed to accommodate a training centre and thus has all
the required utilities such as power, water etc available at the site. Principal Secretary (Industries), Gujarat has been requested to consider extending the
lease of the site to 30 years as the site is available for a period of 3-5 years only.

Rajasthan: The TA in consultation with state nodal agency had shortlisted two sites for setting Advanced Skill Development Center at Government
Polytechnic college campus Neemrana and at Daulatsingpura, Neemrana. Both of these sites has connectivity issue and are parts of State Government
vocational institutes. A request is being made to the State Government for providing green field site near Neemrana Industrial Park on long term basis
as the transfer of the shortlisted sites on long term seems to be difficult. A meeting on establishment of advanced skill development centers in Rajasthan
was held on 21st October, 2014 to update on the progress and receive the comments and feedback of the State Government. The comments of
Government of Rajasthan on the deliverables have been received vide letter dated 7% November, 2014.

Haryana: In a meeting held on 3t January 2013, Government of Haryana proposed a site located at Government Polytechnic college complex Manesar,
The site/land parcel identified is under ownership of Manesar ‘Gram Panchayat’ and has been leased to Department of Technical Education, Haryana.
However, there is no clear demarcation of boundaries and the State Government is being requested to provide the boundary of the proposed site.

A stakeholder meeting on establishment of advanced skill development centre in Haryana was held on 30t June, 2014 to update the progress and to
receive feedback of the State Government. The Minutes of the meeting have been received from the State Government. It has been directed in this
meeting to involve Department of Industrial Training, Govt. of Haryana. Accordingly, another meeting of key stakeholders including DMICDC and
Consultants was held under chairmanship of DG, Industrial Training Department on 11t August, 2014 regarding the progress of the project. The State
Government of Haryana has provided their comments/suggestions on the Technical Report and Draft Detail Project Report vide letter dated 20d
September, 2014.

A meeting was held on 20t February, 2015 with Chief Secretary, Government of Haryana to discuss skill development issues

The State Government of Madhya Pradesh has provided their comments/suggestions on the study vide letter dated 2 September, 2014. The
comments of Haryana Industrial Training Directorate have also been received vide letter dated 20t November, 2014.

HSIIDC vide letter dated 16 April, 2015 has requested DMICDC and its consultant (M/s Accenture) to make a detailed presentation regarding the
final DPR to HSIIDC. Industrial Training Department and Technical Education Department, Haryana. The consultant has been directed to schedule
the same expeditiously.

A stakeholder meeting for DNGIR node in UP was held on 3 July, 2014 and on 4t July, 2014 in Mumbai for Shendra Bidkin Industrial Area to discuss
the way forward for the project.

The State Government of Maharashtra has provided their comments/suggestions on the study vide letter dated 12t August, 2014.

On 10 September, 2014, CEO&MD, DMICDC had a meeting with consultant providing technical services for Establishment of Advanced Skill
Development Centres and Transaction Advisor to review the progtess of the project.

GNIDA has provided its comments / suggestions on third, fourth and fifth deliverables i.e. training Needs Assessment Report, Technical Report and
Detailed Project Report submitted by Technical consultant vide email dated 30t January, 2015. The same has been shared with the consultant for
incorporating in the respective revised reports.

The selected consultant has submitted the fifth deliverable i.e. Final Detailed Project Report (DPR). The deliverables have been shared with the
respective State Governments/Nodal Agencies for their comments/ observations. The State Government of Rajasthan has provided their comments/
suggestions on the Final Detailed Project Report (DPR) vide letter dated 18% June, 2015 and same have been forwarded to the consultant for the




incorporation of the same.

A meeting was held on 215t July, 2015 under the Chairmanship of Joint Secretary, Ministry of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship (MSDE) to
discuss the synergies that can be drawn from the work that is being done by MSDE and DMICDC in the area of Skill Development.

A meeting was held on 227 April, 2016 with the Secretary, Ministry of Skill Development and entreprencurship to discuss the way forward for skill
development in DMIC nodes / cities.

A meeting was held on 23rd June, 2016 with the Joint Secretary, Ministry of Skill Development and Entreprencurship to discuss the next steps for skill
development in DMIC nodes.

Information & Communication Technology (ICT) Master Planning for new cities being developed in DMIC Region:

In addition to the physical master planning activity, the ICT Master planning is being undertaken for the following nodes being developed in the DMIC
Region:

a) Ahmedabad Dholera in Gujarat;

b)  Dighi Port Industrial Area in Maharashtra;

¢)  Shendra — Bidkin Industrial Park City in Maharashtra;

d) Khushkhera Bhiwadi Neemrana Investment Region; and

¢) Manesar Bawal Investment Region in Haryana.
The objective is to dovetail the physical master plan with the ICT Master Plan so that over a period of time, the real time control and governance of the
city can be done by sitting in one command/ control centre. Final ICT report for the Dighi Port Industrial Area in Maharashtra has been submitted by
the consultant. The teports for Ahmedabad Dholera Special Investment Region in Gujarat and Shendra — Bidkin Industrial Park in Maharashtra have
been submitted by the consultant and accepted by the State Government. In a meeting held on 18t April 2013, the consultant had made a presentation
on the final stage report. The final ICT Master Plans for Khushkhera Bhiwadi Neemrana Investment Region in Rajasthan and Manesar Bawal
Investment Region in Haryana have been submitted by the consultant and the same have been submitted to State Government for their
comments/suggestions. Comments of State Government of Rajasthan have been received and are being incorporated in the reports.
The draft RfQ-cum-RfP for ICT Master Systems Integrator for implementation of Smart City Components at DSIR has been uploaded for the purpose
of inviting suggestions/comments from potential applicants. The last date of receipt of comments was 15t May, 2014. The progress of the ICT in
DMIC Region was reviewed by CEO&MD along with experts from IIT, Hyderabad on 30t May, 2014. A workshop was held on 23 June, 2014 to
discuss the comments on RFQ cum RFP for ICT Master System Integrator for implementation of Smart City components at DSIR with the perspective
bidders. 27 companies participated in the workshop. The comments received are being compiled. A review meeting was held between DMICDC and
State Government on 8t August, 2014 to discuss the way forward.
EO&MD, DMICDC and Chairman, Telecom Regulatory Authority of India (TRAI) discussed regulatory issues relating to the implementation of ICT
master plans in DSIR in Gujarat during the meeting held on 8% July, 2014. Later, DMICDC shared a self-containing note related to issues during the
meeting with TRAL
TRAI vide their letter dated 13% August, 2014, has nominated two officers to address issues related to the ICT development in DSIR. A follow up
meeting was held with the officials of TRAI on 12t September, 2014 to discuss the way forward and it was decided that SPV can own dark fiber within
the current regulatory framework and this would require for an IP-I (Infrastructure Provider 1 Registration/License). It was also informed that since
WiFi (2.4 and 5.8 GHz) is a non-regulated service hence SPV may own and operate WiFi infrastructure within DSIR. It was agreed that issues raised by
DMICDC vide letter dated 23t July, 2014 will be examined by TRAT and a meeting will be convened shortly to discuss the same. The minutes of the
meeting held on 12t September, 2014 have been issued by TRAI addressing the queries raised by DMICDC vide the letter dated 2314 July, 2014. A
meeting was held on November 12, 2014 in Gandhinagar with Telecom service Providers (TSP) to collect their views and expectations regarding
technical aspects and operational issues related to the ICT project in Dholera Special Investment Region.




The Second workshop on ICT with the industry players and based on the discussions/inputs, steps have been initiated for the appointment of the ICT
consultant before moving forward with the appointment of the Master Systems Integrator.

Based on various rounds of Industry Consultation, it has been decided that the ICT Consultant will be appointed for laying down detailed BoQs of
various hardware and software components. REFQ cum RFP has been uploaded on DMICDC’s website

and the proposal due date has been extended till 4t June, 2015.

CEO & MD, DMICDC vide its letter dated 14t May, 2015 and 5t May, 2015 has requested CEO, MIDC to send their comments / suggestions on the
draft RFQ cum REP for selection of ICT consultant for implementation of smatt city components in Shendra Bidkin Industrial Area.

The RFQ cum RFP for ICT Consultant for activation area in Dholera Special Investment Region was issued. Two bids have been received by the
proposal due date and the evaluation of these bids is in progtess.

RfQ cum RfP document for selection of ICT Consultant for Shendra Bidkin Industrial Park (SBIA) (8.39 sq.km) has been issued on 29t June, 2015.Pre-
bid meeting was held on 13t July, 2015. Revised document after carrying out modifications has been issued. Proposal due date was 5% Octobert,
2015.Two bids have been received by the bid due date.

ICT Consultant for Shendra Bidkin Industrial Park (SBIA) (8.39 sq.km) has been appointed. Letter of award has been issued. Kick off meeting
conducted with ICT consultant at Programme office in Aurangabad and issued ICT Master Plan and relevant drawings to ICT Consultant.

RfQ cum RfP document for selection of ICT Consultant for Dholera Special Investment Region (22.5 sq.km) was issued on 14th December, 2015.T'wo
bids were received and after the financial opening, WIPRO is the successful bidder. The letter of award is being issued.

Investment opportunities for Infrastructure Development:
The Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was signed between DMICDC and India Infrastructure Finance Company Ltd. IIFCL) on 26th August,

2016 to set forth their mutual intention to enhance investment opportunities to develop the India Infrastructure and relevant activities.

Marketing and Promotion of DMIC project:

Senior officials of DMICDC are regulatly holding meetings and discussions with banks, foreign delegates and resident missions to create awareness and
promote various business. Investment opportunities in the DMIC Region.

Recently the meetings have been held with Department of Electronics and Information Technology for setting up of electronic manufacturing clusters,
with Ministry of Small, Medium and Micro Enterprises, Ministry of Food Processing etc.

In addition, conferences and seminars are also being organized in association with various business forums- and Chambers of Commerce. DMICDC
is actively participating in various conferences and seminars. State SPVs have also been requested to increase the investors outreach to start the
allotment of land to the anchor investor.

The Land Allotment Policy of four cities where the construction activities are underway has been finalized and process of land allotment has been
initiated.

A workshop was held on 20th September 2017 with the participation of officials from Ministry of Electronics & Information Technology, Gol and
stakeholders of the industry on the development of DMIC projects and availability of land in the nodes.

Delegations from GIC Singapore, Canadian Commercial Corporation with focus on Defence & MRO and Yuwanta Securities from Taiwan have
visited DMICDC and the Project SPVs during the month.

DMICDC Logo has been registered under the Trademarks Act, 1999.

DMICDC had participated in the 4% Defence Export Control and Acquisition Conference in New Delhi on 04-December, 2017 which was organised




by the US-India Business Council. Deliberations were held with various key market players and stakeholders for considering DMIC smart cities as
their future manufacturing destinations for Aerospace and Defence equipments.

DMICDC set up a pavilion at the 50th Skoch Summit promoting Dholera Special Investment Region among potential investors as a promising
investment destination. DSIR also won Skoch Order-of-Merit award at the summit.

DMICDC set up a pavilion at ‘Magnetic Maharashtra’ event held in Mumbai from 18% to 23t February, 2018 to showcase the project to probable
investors.

DMICDC organized a seminar with representatives of Pharma and medical devices sector on 21.03.2018.

1 MoUs are signed between DMICDC and the concerned state nodal agency for master planning and development of identified EBPs.
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
